Biofiltration Project - EPA Grant

	 You	may	not	be	aware	that	Candlewick	has	been	
awarded	Environmental	Protection	Agency’s	319	grants,	
with	the	first	in	2014.		A	watershed	planning	grant	was	
followed	by	an	implementation	grant	in	2015.		The	
implementation	grant	involved	the	planting	of	bioswales	
throughout	the	community.
	 We	are	now	beginning	a	new	biofiltration	project	with	
the	assistance	of	the	EPA	for	funding.		The	total	cost	of	the	
project	is	$367,510	with	the	EPA	contributing	$220,506	
(60%)	and	Candlewick	contributing	$147,004	(40%).		The	
purpose	of	this	project	is	to	reduce	the	amounts	of	pollut-
ants	coming	into	the	lake.		There	will	be	a	reduction	in	the	
total	nitrogen,	total	phosphorous,	and	silt	entering	the	lake	
at	the	dip.		This	will	be	beneficial	to	the	lake	watershed.
	 This	project	is	located	between	Caledonia	Road	
(north	of	the	West	Gate)	and	the	DIP	(Candlewick	Drive	
and	Constitution.		Work	will	be	done	behind	houses	on	
Constitution	following	the	existing	creek.	It	includes	the	
following	work:		
•	 	 Wetland	detention:		removal	of	trees,	excavation,	

placement	of	drain	tile,	and	install	rip	rap	and	fabric.		
Streambank	stabilization	–	440	ft	of	severely	eroded

	 We	are	working	with	Wendler	Engineering	for	project	
design,	construction	plans	and	specifications.		We	are	
working	with	JadEco	Natural	Resources	Consulting	for	
project	construction	management	and	coordination	and	
Olson	Ecological	Solutions	for	project	restoration	manage-
ment	and	coordination	performance	reporting	to	the	EPA,	
and	vegetative	design	and	specifications	for	the	wetlands	
and	floating	islands.
	 The	initial	design	is	shown	above.	The	engineer	will	
be	producing	the	final	design	before	we	get	our	required	
permits	and	start	our	bidding	process.	We	will	keep	
you	updated	on	the	progress	of	the	project	as	we	move	
forward.

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Egg Addling 2023

	 We had a pretty good turnout for the first day of egg 
addling, with 11 volunteers assembling in the marina 
parking lot. Addling organizers Chuck Hart and Todd 
Jones usually ask for volunteers around mid-April to see 
if we can’t make a dent in the amount of young birds 
hatching in the many nests we find around our lake. 
	 Most all the guys (and a few ladies) find the birds to 
be a nice addition to our lake and beautiful to watch in 
flight, but the downside is they poop everywhere. Most all 
of us have had to wash off our kids and animals after an 
afternoon of outdoors activities, to say nothing about our 
boaters having to walk through all this filth on our docks. 
Addling is by the far the most humane way to deal with 
this problem since any bird hatched here will consider 
Candlewick its “home” lake and return here year after 
year to raise their own families.
	 The volunteers are divided up into teams of three, with 
two of the team armed with brooms. The third handles the 
oiling. We usually have enough people to have four teams, 
with each team given a certain area of the lake to walk the 
shoreline. One of the indicators we use is if we see a lone 
goose loitering just off shore, and he swims toward us, 
it’s a good bet that we’ll find the female sitting on a nest

nearby. The female is gently nudged off the nest and the 
two guys with brooms keep the furious birds at bay while 
the eggs are being oiled with common kitchen cooking 
oil. This will prevent the eggs from hatching. If we were 
to take the eggs, they would simply lay more to ensure the 
survival of the species. Early in the season, we find nests 
with broken eggshells that have already been attacked by 
predators, probably racoons, so I guess it’s natures way 
of making sure these geese continue on, while feeding a 
few of these masked varmints as well. Records are kept 
of where the nests were, as well as the egg count. We’re 
making a difference..
	 Every year presents its own challenges. This year, one 
of our volunteers discovered a nest in the sediment pond 
just below the dam. The next week, he brought chest 
waders along to get at the nest, only to find himself knee 
deep in the muck, unable to get near the nest. Another 
team discovered a nest high on the roof of a resident’s 
home. It was discussed who had a ladder that would reach 
that high, if even the resident would permit it. I rode my 
bike past that address a couple days ago, and I saw a 
content goose sitting on a nest, smirking, as if to say “Ya 
win some, Ya lose some...” Come join in the fun!

	 A big thank you goes out to everyone who helped 
with the egg addling this spring, especially Chuck Hart 
and Todd Jones for organizing the program. Without the 
volunteers, the egg addling project would not take place.

This is a very important program to help keep the 
goose population down. A big thank you as well for all 
residents that allowed the nests located on your property 
to be managed.

PETS
	 Pets, while outdoors, must be confined by appropriate 
means, either by use of a leash, lead, invisible pet fencing, 
approved kennel, or other control devices. Said devices 
must be in good functioning condition and of the appro-
priate strength to retain such pet onto its property.
TRASH
	 Waste left out for pickup must be sealed in authorized 
containers, and adequately secured from wildlife and 
weather conditions. Containers may not be set out before 
2:00 p.m. on the day before pickup. Containers must be 
removed by 6:00 a.m. the day after pickup. Garbage and 
recycling containers must be placed at the end of the 
driveway and may not be placed on the road edge or road 
shoulder.
	 Do not overfill garbage/recycling cans. Waste/recycling 
that is overflowing and not secured in the containers will 
result in fines for unsecured garbage/waste.
	 Please remove any trash or debris from your yard.
WALKING/BIKE RIDING SAFETY
	 When walking please remember to walk facing oncom-
ing traffic.
	 Bicyclists are required to travel in the same direction as 
vehicles.
	 Wear reflective clothing when out walking or riding at 
night or carry a light.
	 Lock it up
	 Please remember to lock your vehicles, and don’t leave 
valuables in your vehicle.

Annual invoices for assessments (dues) are mailed out at the end of March each year.  The 
due date for payment of annual dues is May 1st. Payment covers the time period of May 
1st through April 30th.

•		 Online one-time payment via eCheck or credit card (Visa, MasterCard, or Discover).

•		 Pay in Person at the Association Office by check or cash.  Credit cards are now ac-
cepted for dues payments in the office with a 2.5% convenience fee.

DELINQUENT ACCOUNTS:
An account is considered delinquent if payment in full is not processed before May 1st or 
an Electronic Fund Transfer Agreement is not submitted by May 1st.  To be considered cur-
rent, monthly payment of dues is only allowed if processed via an Electronic Fund Transfer 
(ACH).  All delinquent accounts will proceed through the Collection Action Process.
NSF CHECK OR NSF ACH:
An account that has an electronic payment or check returned unpaid by the financial institu-
tion will be charged $35 and mailed a letter notifying them that if payment is not received 
in 5 business days, then c-pass, guest list and member ID card privileges will be suspended 
until payment is received in full.  
If an ACH is returned THREE times or your bank account is closed between May 1st and 
April 30th then the electronic funds transfer agreement will be terminated, and the entire 
balance is due.  If payment is not received your account will proceed through the Collection 
Action Process.
CITATIONS:
Citations must be paid within 30 days of receiving a letter stating that the citation was 
reviewed and/or validated by the Citation Review Committee.  After 30 days, c-pass, guest 
list and member id card privileges will be suspended until payment is received in full.  The 
balance due on citations will proceed through the Collection Action Process. 
COLLECTION ACTION PROCESS:
•		 30 days Past Due - 7% interest is added to the account.
•		 40 days Past Due - A letter is mailed giving notice of intent to lien. If payment is 

not made within 10 days, then c-pass, guest list and member ID privileges will be 
suspended.

•		 50 days Past Due – A lien and a lien fee of $100 will be placed on the account. 
•		 60 days Past Due - Account is sent to the Attorney for collections if the property 

does not have an active foreclosure pending.  Further collection actions may include a 
Notice and Demand and a Forcible Entry and Detainer lawsuit.

•	 Lake Treatment for Hybrid Milfoil – Solitude (formally 
Clarke Aquatics) conducted a whole lake treatment for 
milfoil on April 21st followed up with a plant survey and 
weekly water sampling.  They will be here the week of 
the 15th to do a bump treatment with Sonar to keep the 
concentration of the chemical at a specific level that is 
effective on the plants.  Irrigation of water from the lake 
is restricted for at least 30 days after applications. The 
weed harvester can not be used until the plants have died 
back enough there is no chance that we can fragment the 
plants and spread the milfoil further. 

•	 2023-2024 Annual Dues Invoices –  The annual dues 
were due May 1st.  Our ACH program is available if you 
do not want to pay the dues in full.  These are the only  
payment options available.  We are now accepting pay-
ment of dues with a credit card. There is a convenience 
fee for this option.   We have our e-check payment option 
available on the website and our CWL app.  There is no 
convenience fee for this option.

•	 Comcast –We are currently working with Comcast and 
our attorney regarding an agreement to allow them to 
come in and run their fiber optics. 

•	 New Fishing Pier – The new fishing pier has been 
installed.  It is located on the west side of Highland 
Valley Green Park.

•	 Maintenance New Equipment Purchased – The Board 
approved the purchase of a 2022 Ram 2500 with a 
utility bed from Kunes at the April meeting.  M-13, a 
2011 GMC Sierra CK2500 which was scheduled to be 
replaced in the Reserve Study in 2020 so the purchase 
was made from the Reserve Fund.

•	 Garbage – There is a problem with garbage blowing 
around the community particularly on Thursday (garbage 
day).  We are looking for ideas to fix this problem.  If 
you would like to submit your ideas, please send me 
an e-mail – tbalk@candlewicklake.org.  There are two 
easy ways to eliminate this problem.  1.  Make sure all 
your garbage is placed in bags before you put it in your 
garbage can.  2.  Do not overfill your cans.  You should 
be able to close the lid securely.  Recycled material 
cannot be placed in plastic bags, but you can place things 
in paper bags or boxes.  Loose items have a greater 
tendency to blow out when the cans are being dumped.  

•	 Contract Negotiations – The Candlewick Maintenance 
Department employees are members of the Teamster 
Union.  Over the past several months, there have been 
negotiations for a new contract.  

•	 2023 Road Project -  The Road Commission has been out 
measuring areas in order to get estimated tonnage totals 
so we can have an idea of how many roads to include in 
the bid proposal.   

•	 EPA Grant Project – We are still waiting to hear if the 
EPA approved the new project area as an extension of 
our current project.  Tallgrass will be working in the area 
this spring and summer to provide herbicide applications 
to prepare the planting area for the native seeds.  The 
Reed Canary Grass – an invasive in the area needs to 
be under control before the native seeds are put down .  
There was a cover crop put down last fall.  

•	 Egg Addling – This program continues through the 
middle of May.  The program was designed to keep 
the goose population down.  This year there was a nest 
found on the roof of a house. 

•	 Food  Trucks – The Food trucks are back for the season.  
Every Monday night from 4:30 pm – 7:30 pm, there will 
be food trucks at the Rec Center.  The trucks change 
from week to week.  Check for updates in a Monday 
e-blast.   

•	 Lake Patrol – The boat docks are in, so lake patrol is 
out.  Lake Patrol is back out on the water for the season.  
Please have your Candlewick ID and your current 

Illinois fishing license with you.  Please make sure you 
have all your safety equipment on your boat as well.  

•	 Boat Docks – All of the boat docks have been installed.  
Rock River Enterprises installs our Marina docks, 
the longer dock at Castaway, and the fishing pier.  
Maintenance installs the stationary docks.

•	 JadEco – The electrofishing survey was completed 5/5.  
Both daytime and nighttime surveys were done.  The 
report will be available within the next month.

•	 Parks – The Friendship Park bathroom is now open.  
It is open from 7:00 AM to sunset.  The locks were 
changed at the offsite storage and the dog park.  Each 
year, you must register and exchange your key.

•	 Pool – The pool has been emptied, cleaned, and filled. It 
should be ready to open on May 27th. 

•	  Eagle Scout Project – Paws in Motion – Eagle Scout 
Hunter Peterson will be working on his approved “Paws 
in Motion” project at the dog park.  His plan includes 
adding agility course features. 

•	 Lake Buoys – The ice buoys have been switched out for 
the summer buoys.

•	 Treatment for Weeds – Maintenance has treated for 
weeds at the East and West Gates, the Administration 
area, Candlewick Blvd, the Rec. Center Peninsula, and 
Savannah Oaks Clubhouse.  

•	 Tree Removal – Maintenance continues to remove 
the trees that were damaged by the storms.  We are no 
longer accepting tree branches and limbs in the mainte-
nance area.  You will need to dispose of them with your 
yard waste.

•	 Northstar Software: The following modules have been 
completed, Mobil App, Web Site, Inventory, Purchase 
Orders, Retail POS and Terminals, Consolidated Income 
Statements, Membership – Form Letters, RPOS, 
Membership – Notes on Property Accounts, Campaign 
– E-blasts, the Balance Sheet, Events Module, 
Membership Modules, Payment Module, and Golf Tee 
Sheet.  The Work Order module is almost complete. The 
modules that continue to be worked on are the monthly 
ACH, the Fixed Assets, and the Gate House applica-
tions.

•	 Savannah Oaks Golf Course – It is reported that the 
course is in great condition.  The greens were aerated, 
the fairways have been fertilized and crabgrass preventer 
has been applied.  The irrigation line has also been 
installed.  There was one significant vandalism issue 
with a car driving over the 4th green.  Tallgrass was able 
to get the prescribed burn completed in the designated 
areas on 4/26.  New practice nets were installed.  

•	 Community Events held this month included: Volunteer 
Appreciation Dinner  (4/15), Community Clean Up 
(4/22), Caledonia Road Clean (5/6),  Wine Tasting – 43 
participants (4/29), Bunco (5/5),and  Q & A Meeting 5 
residents and many volunteers (5/6).

•	 The Savannah Oaks Clubhouse held the following 
events: Bingo - 12 participants (4/14) and 40 participants 
(4/28),  Cinco De Mayo (5/5) had many customers 
throughout the day taking advantage of the specials, 
the Season Opener Golf Outing  - 29 participants (5/6).

MOWING DATES
	 The mandatory mowing dates for vacant lots are as 
follows: May 15th, June 15th, July 15th and September 1st.  
If you are the owner of a vacant lot, please make arrange-
ments to have your lot mowed prior to these dates, whether 
you do it yourself or hire a contractor.  If the lots are not 
mowed, a citation will be issued and Candlewick Lake will 
mow the lot and you will be charged a fee for that as well.
	 All lots that have a house on them must be mowed on a 
regular basis so as to keep the property looking neat. 
	 Please be reminded that it is the responsibility of each 
property owner to mow and maintain the ditch area in front 
of their property.  Trimming around utility boxes, sign or 
mail box posts, trees and any other structure on the lot is 
also required.  Please be sure to mow the entire ditch, up to 
the road shouldering.  If you hire a contractor to mow your 
lawn or vacant lot, be sure they are aware of the rules as 
well.

Returning “Snow Birds”
	 If you are a ‘snowbird’ returning to Candlewick Lake, 
please be sure to let the office know you are back so that 
we may change your address back to your Candlewick 
address.  This will assure that you are receiving all 
Candlewick Lake communications.  It also saves the 
Association a lot of money in postage.  When bulk mail 
is returned, we must pay the original cost to send it, 2.47 
times the first-class rate to get the mail back (about $4.00 
for each piece) and then the cost to resend it. 

Use of Common Ground
	 Use of the common ground for personal property is 
prohibited unless the General Manager grants permission.  
This includes gardens, woodpiles, etc. Trampolines, swing 
sets, pools, boats, etc. are strictly prohibited and permis-
sion for these types of items will not be granted.  If you 
would like to use the common ground, you may pick up an 
application form in the office, to be filled out and submitted 
for approval by the General Manager.      

BOONE COUNTY 
BUILDING PERMITS
	 Many construction projects require a Boone County 
Building permit in addition to the Environmental Control 
Committee approval and Candlewick Lake Building 
permit.  In the last some months property owners have 
been getting their County permit before they’ve submit-
ted their application and plans for approval by the ECC.  
There is no rule that requires you get ECC approval and 
Candlewick’s permit before getting the County permit but 
we are suggesting that you submit your application to the 
ECC for approval before going to purchase your County 
permit, in the event that ECC denies your application.

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Amenity Usage
	 The Rules and Regulations state that a Candlewick 
Lake Photo ID Membership Card (Member Card) or 
app are required for use of the amenities (pool, golf 
course, fitness center, gymnasium, and boating and 
fishing facilities).  The rules further state that any 
Member that is not in good standing shall have their 
Membership Card privileges suspended until said 
Member rectifies his/her membership standing.  This 
includes the privileges for all registered Members.  
The rules do not say that a Member can’t pay the daily 
fee for use of the amenities.  The Board of Directors 
passed a resolution at the April 21, 2015 Board meet-
ing that any Owner, Associate Members, Tenant, and 
any other family members who reside in a house will 
not be allowed to pay the daily fee to use the ameni-
ties if their amenity privileges have been suspended.  
Additionally, any Owner, Associate Members, Tenant, 
and any other family members who reside in a House 
and are not in good standing they will not be permitted 
to rent any of the Candlewick Lake facilities.  If any 
Member is not in good standing Owner, Associate 
Members, Tenant, and any other family members who 
reside in a house will also not be allowed to use the 
Recreation Center or come into the Savannah Oak 
Clubhouse.

Vacant Lots for Sale
	 If you have your unimproved (vacant) lot for sale, you 
may keep the selling information on file in the Candlewick 
Lake office.  This information will be available to anyone 
interested in purchasing a lot in Candlewick Lake. 
	 Forms are available in the Administration Office, which 
must be filled out and placed in the book by the property 
owner.  It is the responsibility of the lot owner to remove 
the form when the lot has been sold or is no longer for 
sale.  
	 Candlewick Lake Association does not act as a selling 
agent for property owners.  By signing the form, you are 
authorizing Candlewick Lake Association to provide the 
information to the general public.

PROPOSAL TO CHANGE RULES FOR 
DUMPING OF GARBAGE  
   Following is Policy 23-03, which is a proposal to 
change the rules for dumping of garbage.  The policy 
was read at the May 16, 2023 Board meeting and will be 
voted on at the June 20, 2023 Board meeting.
POLICY 23-03
	 WHEREAS, there are rules for waste disposal and a 
rule that specifically states that no person shall put any 
type of material, litter, etc. on any Candlewick Lake 
property, and 
	 WHEREAS, residents are dumping their household 
garbage in trash receptacles at the various parks, boat 
launches, etc. on Association property, and
	 WHEREAS, the rules will be further defined to spe-
cifically state that no household garbage may be dumped 
in Association trash receptacles, and
	 NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that 
paragraph C of Section 11-5 be changed, new paragraph 
D be added and old paragraphs D and E become new 
paragraphs E and F as follows:
14-4 Waste Disposal
A. Only the service designated by the Association may 

be used for waste disposal.  This rule does not apply 
to the large roll-off construction dumpsters. 

B. Waste left out for pickup must be sealed in autho-

rized containers, adequately secured from wildlife 
and weather conditions.  Containers may not be 
set out before 2:00 p.m. on the day before pickup.  
Containers must be removed by 6:00 a.m. the day 
after pickup.  Garbage and recycling containers must 
be placed at the end of the driveway and may not be 
placed on the road edge or road shoulder.

C. Littering is prohibited anywhere in Candlewick 
Lake.  No person shall dump, deposit, drop, throw, 
discard or leave any material or litter anywhere on 
Association property (roads, parks, common ground, 
lake, etc.).

D. No garbage shall be brought from any residence 
and dumped or deposited in any Candlewick Lake 
Association owned trash receptacles.  

D E. 	 No contractor shall leave or deposit mate-
rial, dirt, mud, gravel, or any other material upon 
Development roadways.

E. F. 	 The CC&Rs require that waste receptacles 
may not be visible from the street or Lake.  The 
Environmental Control Committee has established 
regulations for the construction of Refuse Enclosures. 
Approval for the construction of refuse enclosures is 
required.

Take Precaution When 
Hiring a Contractor
	 This article has previously been printed in the CWL News 
but is worth reprinting.  Many property owners are making 
plans to do home improvement projects and will be hiring 
a contractor to do the work.  These are just a few tips and 
suggestions to keep in mind when hiring a contractor. 
	 Take precaution when hiring a contractor.  When possible, 
choose a contractor through personal recommendations and 
get referrals from friends or neighbors who have had similar 
work done.  Call and pre-qualify several contractors.  When 
looking for a contractor be sure they are licensed and have 
worker’s compensation, property damage and personal 
liability insurance and ask to see their license and double-
check their insurance coverage to be sure it hasn’t expired.  
If the contractor is uninsured and/or has uninsured employ-
ees don’t even consider hiring them. You could be sued and 
held monetarily responsible for worker’s injuries sustained 
while on your property. Find out how long and where they 
have been in business.  Get and call references and ask to see 
the contractor’s work.  Do not be concerned about possibly 
offending the contractor by requesting such information. 
Reputable contractors will not be offended because they will 
have nothing to hide.  Ask for a local phone number where 
a contractor can be reached during normal business hours.  
Get at least three formal bids for the exact same plans and 
specifications.  Don’t automatically choose the lowest bid.  If 
one bid is considerably lower that the others, be suspicious 
of inexperience.  Both you and the contractor should sign a 
contract.  Check with the Better Business Bureau (BBB) to 
find out if a contractor or firm they represent may have had 
complaints filed against them. Get as much detail as possible 
to determine whether the complaint was fair or not. 
Be wary of contractors that request large deposits “to buy 
materials”; established, reputable contractors maintain 
charge accounts with their suppliers; contractors who are 
vague – demand detailed, written bids and contracts that 
specify in detail the project, materials used, and work to be 
performed; contractors who provide you with a post office 
box instead of a physical address, and a telephone answering 
service instead of their own telephone number for contact 
purposes. 
	 The contract should include both you and the contractor’s 
names and address and a complete detail of the work to be 
performed.  If you are specifying materials, don’t allow 
the contract to state “or equal to” unless it also states that 
substitutions can’t be made without your approval. 
	 Be sure the contract includes a completion date and when 
payments are to be made.  If the contractor requires a deposit 
before starting the project, do not pay more than ten percent 
or $1,000, whichever is lower.  Additional payments can be 
made as the project progresses.  This protects you from the 
possibility of a contractor disappearing after you’ve made 
early payments.  Always make payment with a check, which 
provides a record of payment. If you do pay the contractor 
with cash, get a signed receipt upon payment.
	 Don’t make a final payment or sign a completion 
statement until the project has passed a final inspection.  
Subcontractors and material suppliers can place a lien 
against your property if they are owed money by your con-
tractor.  To protect yourself from this, you can add a release 
of lien clause to your contract or ask for proof of payment by 
your contractor.  
Avoid a contractor that:
•	 	 Provides a reference that can’t be verified.
•	 	 Uses high-pressure sales techniques or offers a special 

pricing for an on-the-spot hiring decision.
•	 	 Only accepts cash, requires large deposits or the entire 

cost before starting the project, or asks you to make the 
payment in their name.

•	 	 Does not provide a written contract or complete bid.
•	 	 Requires you to get the building permit.  Permits are 

your protection and help ensure that work will meet 
building codes.

•	 	 Wants to do most or all the work on weekends and after 
hours.

•	 	 Give you an offer that sounds “too good to be true”.
•	 	 Ask you to sign an estimate or authorization before you 

have decided to actually hire them.
•	 	 Appears to be willing to do the job at an unusually low 

price.
•	 	 Requires full or substantial payment before work 

begins.
•	 	 Refuses to provide you with a written estimate or 

contract.
•	 	 Refuses to provide you with a license number.
•	 	 Refuse to provide you with references.
•	 	 Has no business number in the local telephone directory.
•	 	 Requests complete payment upfront.
•	 	 Accepts only cash payments.

	 Pre-Tournament meeting at 6:15am behind Rec Center. Tournament hours 6:30 to 1:00
	 Eligibility: The tournament consists of up to 30 two man teams fishing from 
Candlewick lake registered boats. All teams shall consist of a minimum of one as-
sociation member or special family member (mother, father, son, daughter, grandchil-
dren). All qualifying members must be in good standing. All participants must have 
valid Illinois fishing licenses. No Candlewick permit is required for non-members 
during the tournament. This year 2 Kayakers can join as partners providing one of 
them has a working live-well.
	 Entry Fee: $80.00 per team. Please bring $20 bills in cash for easy distribution of 
prize money.
	 Big Bass Pot: An optional $20.00 entry fee per boat is required to enter the big bass 
pot.100% pay back to the team with the largest bass.
	 Prizes: 100% of entry fee will be awarded as prize money. Top 20% of field will 
receive prizes. Tie breaker shall be the team with the single largest bass or the team 
that weighs the most bass. If still tied a coin toss will take place.
	 Sportsmanship: Sportsmanship, courtesy, safety, and conservation are expected 
from each contestant. Any infraction of these fundamental sporting principles may be 
deemed cause for disqualification. 
	 Official Checkpoint: Tournament will start and end behind the rec center. Anglers 
may not leave the boat except in a case of emergency (restroom, medical reasons, etc.) 
	 Boat Inspection: Each boat will be inspected prior to tournament take off and all 
compartments will be checked for fish, alcohol, etc. No Wake: the lake is no wake the 
entire time of the tournament. Boat length is 20 feet max. 
	 Scoring: Final winners will be determined by total weight of each team’s catch. 
Only largemouth and smallmouth bass will be weighed. Tournament limit shall be 6 
fish per team, bass must measure 14” or more with mouth closed and the tail fanned. 
BASS PRESENTED TO WEIGH WHICH FAIL TO MEASURE 14” WILL MEAN 
IMMEDIATE TEAM DISQUALIFICATION. A courtesy bump board will be avail-
able prior to weigh-in to check questionable fish before submitting them for official 
measure. 	
	 Care of Fish: Each boat must be equipped with a functional live well, large enough 
to maintain a live limit of bass for both contestants using the boat. Additionally, 
the use of chemical live well additive is strongly recommended. Contestants shall 
use reasonable care in handling fish to keep them alive and in good condition. Any 
Contestant caught mistreating a fish will be disqualified. Fish should be kept in live 
wells until weigh-in. 	
	 Dead Fish Penalty: There will be a dead fish penalty of ½ of that fish’s weight. 	
	 Fishing Method: Only artificial lures may be used. No live or prepared bait will 
be allowed with the exception of pork strips, rinds, etc. Only one rod may be used at 
a time; however others may be rigged and ready. No trolling is allowed. Please allow 
reasonable casting distance between boats. Weigh-In: Weigh-in will take place at the 
conclusion of the tournament only. Weigh-In bags will be furnished and must be used 
by all contestants. Contestants are responsible for their catch from the boat to the 
check-in. All fish weighed become property of CWL lake management and will be 
returned to the lake. Late Penalty: Competitors must be at 6:15 meeting and weigh-in 
on time or be disqualified. No excuses.

Aquatic Invasive Species - How To Stop the Spread
	 If you are a boater, angler, water skier, canoeist, sailor, 
or some other type of water enthusiast, there are important 
things that you can do to help prevent the spread of aquatic 
invasive species.
•	 	 Don’t transport water, animals, or plants from one lake 

or river to another.  
•	 	 Never dump live fish from one body of water to 

another.
•	 	 Remove plants, animals, and mud from all your 

recreational equipment (boat, trailer, and accessory 
equipment including anchors, centerboards, trailer 
hitch, wheels, rollers, cables, and axles) before leaving 
the water access area.

•	 	 Drain live-wells, bilge water, and transom wells before 
leaving the water access area.

•	 	 Empty bait buckets on land, not in the water.  Never dip 
your bait buckets in the lake if it has water in it from 
another.

•	 	 Wash boats, tackle, downriggers, and trailers with hot 
water as soon as possible.  Flush water through motor’s 
cooling system and any other parts that may have been 
exposed to lake or river water.  If possible let every-
thing dry for three days (hot water and drying will kill 
zebra mussel larvae).

•	 	 Learn what these organisms look like.  Don’t purchase 
exotic species as bait or for ornamental plantings.  

•	 	 For more information, go to www.iiseagrant.org.

What are Aquatic Invasive Species?
	 Round goby (a bottom-dwelling fish that compete with 
native bottom-dwellers), ruffe (a member of the perch fam-
ily that compete with yellow perch and other native species 
for zooplankton), zebra mussels (feed extensively on algae, 
thereby disrupting the delicate balance of the entire aquatic 
ecosystem.  They can spread most easily when they’re in 
their larval stage which makes them practically invisible 
to the naked eye and can go unnoticed on your boat or bait 
bucket), purple loosestrife, Eurasian water milfoil (These 
plants literally smother native plants and can take over 
waterways in a matter of months).  Eurasian watermilfoil 
can produce a whole new colony from a single strand barely 
two inches long.  These nonindigenous species are consid-
ered “Invasive Species” because they do not belong in our 
waters.  In the last 15 years, these aquatic hitchhikers have 
invaded hundreds of waters in the Midwest doing irreparable 
harm to many lakes and streams and their native inhabitants.
•	 	 INSPECT your boat and equipment.
•	 	 DRAIN all the water from the boat and gear including 

your motor, bilge, live wells and bait wells.
•	 	 DISPOSE of leftover bait in the trash receptacle, not in 

the water.
•	 	 RINSE your boat and all your fishing/recreational 

equipment with hot tap water, or thoroughly dry your 
boat and your fishing/recreational equipment – leave 
them outside in the sun for five days.

2023-24 CWL Fishing Regulations 
•	 	 A State Fishing license is required for all person’s age 

16 and over.
•	 	 Your Candlewick Lake Member ID is your 

Candlewick fishing permit.  You need to carry this 
with you while you are fishing on the lake. 

•	 	 A guest fishing pass is required for each guest aged 
16 and over.  It may be a non-designated seasonal or a 
one day, both can be purchased at the Administration 
office or at the Recreation Center.  Guest passes must 
be purchased by resident with proof of residency.

•	 	 Guest use of the lake is permitted provided that the 
property owner is on or within the immediate vicin-
ity of the lake at all times.  The immediate vicinity 
is defined as the shoreline or a property owner’s 
lakefront property.  Exceptions will be made when 
there are extenuating circumstances, predetermined 
by Public Safety that would prevent a property owner 
from being with their guest.  The property owner is re-
sponsible for contacting Public Safety, in advance, so 
that the request may be considered and logged.  The 
log will be maintained so that an individual that has 
an “approved situation” will not have to call Public 
Safety every time their guest wants to use the lake.  If 
Public Safety Staff members or certified volunteers 
see any pattern of abuse to this rule exception, it will 
result in a withdrawal of the exception privilege for 
the remainder of the season/year.  When there are 
extenuating circumstances that prohibit the property 
owner from being on or within the immediate vicinity 
of the lake, the property owner must still be within the 
Candlewick Lake Community. (Policy 09-11)

•	 	 All shanties must be marked with name and address 
of CWL property owner or resident and cannot be left 
on the ice overnight unattended.

•	 	 Only 2 lines per person.

CWL Boaters --- ILLINOIS Boating Laws and 
Regulations
You need to know:
Age and Operator Restrictions
	 Persons age 10-11 may operate a vessel powered by a 
motor of more than 10 hp only if they are under the direct 
on-board supervision of a person over 18 who has an 
Boating Safety Certificate.
	 Persons age 12-17 may operate a vessel powered by 
a motor of more than 10 hp only if they have an Boating 
Safety Certificate or are under the direct on-board supervi-
sion of a person over 18 who has an Boating Safety 
Certificate.
	 Supervising persons born on or after January 1, 1998, 
must have a valid Boating Safety Certificate.
Enforcement
	 Illinois law enforcement officers patrol the waterways to 
make your boating experience safe and pleasant.  Cooperate 
with them by following the laws and guidelines.
CARRY the CARD: Vessel operators who are required 
to have a Boater Education Card must carry the card on 
board the vessel and have it available for inspection by an 
enforcement officer.
Penalty:  Not carrying your Boater Education Card when 
one is required can result in a fine.

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Board Approved Lake Testing Protocols 

The Board of Directors approved the following protocols based upon the recommendation of the Lake 
Commission.  The following actions should be taken should toxic conditions develop.   

Algae testing: 

1.  The lake will be tested when there are visual signs of potentially toxic algae being present in the 
water.  This is regardless of the time of year and usually indicated by the “green paint” look of 
the water 

2. Testing done from at least two areas of the lake.   
a. Beach/Open water area is always to be tested.   
b. An area with the highest visual concentration of algae. 

3. Samples will be taken and sent to a laboratory for testing.  If no toxins are present, no further 
action is necessary at this time. 

4. If toxicity are detected and levels exceeds 20 the lake will be closed to swimming and remain 
closed until the level drops below 20. 

5. Once algae are observed and we have closed the lake to swimming, we should retest only when 
there are visual signs of improvement.  That is, scum mats have dissipated, water color 
improves, etc.  We do not recommend testing based on any timetable.  If after retesting results 
come back showing the toxin levels to be at a satisfactory level, any restrictions in place should 
be immediately lifted. 

6. Continue to monitor throughout the season as needed. 
 

Now that regional and state government organizations are taking a more active role in the blue/green 
algae problem, these recommendations will need to be reviewed periodically against all new 
information that comes in as a result of any new studies and/or state guidelines.  In any event, the only 
course we can take is one of prudence which protects the safety of our residents without causing an 
undue “penalty” on others.

Driveway Extensions 
& Parking Areas
	 Property owners wishing to add a driveway extension 
or a parking area need to be reminded that the rules have 
changed.  Any driveway extension or parking area must be 
paved with concrete, asphalt or paving bricks.  Gravel or 
stone as a surface is no longer acceptable.  Additionally, the 
rules were recently changed to state that plans for extensions 
and parking areas needs to be submitted for ECC approval.

Ditch & Culvert Work
	 Many property owners would like to do work in the ditch 
and/or install block, stone or wood retaining walls around 
the ends of the culvert (the metal pipe under the driveway) 
in front of their property.  Please remember that anything 
you do in the ditch must be approved.  The area from the 
edge of the road in toward your house approximately 20’ is 
defined as the ditch area and is owned by Candlewick Lake.  
Per the CC&R’s, the ditch area is to be maintained by the 
property owner.  
	 Application forms along with rule sheets are available 
in the office or you can find the rules under the Building 
Department (ECC/Building Department Rules and 
Regulations) on our web site at www.candlewicklake.org.  
Section 510 is applicable to ditches.  
	 The ECC meets the first and third Wednesday of each 
month.  Please see the schedule for the deadlines for 
submitting plans for approval.

New Roofs & Windows
	 If you are changing the color of the shingles on 
your house, you need to get the color change approved 
by Candlewick Lake, but a permit is not necessary.  
However, a Boone County Building permit and inspec-
tions are required.  Please contact the County Building 
Department at 815-544-6176 for further information. 
	 Because of changes in the energy code, the County 
now also requires a permit for any window change.  If 
you are changing any window, please contact the Boone 
County Building Department.  If you change a window 
but the size does not change, Candlewick Lake approval 
isn’t necessary.  However, if the size does change or if 
you are changing a window into a door or a door into a 
window, you must submit plans for ECC approval.

Application forms along with 
specification sheets for individual types of construction are available in the office or can be found in the rules 
under the Building Department (ECC/Building Department Rules and Regulations) on the web site at 
www.candlewicklake.org.  The Rules and Regulations can also be checked to find out if the construction 
project needs approval. 

The ECC meets the first and third Wednesday of each month.  Please see the schedule for the deadlines for 
submitting plans for approval. 

After applications for construction projects are approved by the ECC, approval letters are sent out to the 
property owner.  If the construction project requires a permit, the approval letter states at what meeting the

Submittal of Color 
Samples
 	 When you are repainting any exterior surface of your house 
the rules and regulations state that color chips all exterior 
surfaces to be recoated or resurfaced must be submitted 
for approval.  After approval the swatch is attached to the 
application and put in the permanent house file.  We have had 
property owners bring in spray paint cans, a pint, quart or gal-
lon can of paint, a painted wood paint stirrer, a 2 x 4, a piece 
of plywood or other types of wood with the color painted on 
it.  Please be advised that these items representing the color 
sample will not be accepted.  Also, if you have already bought 
the paint and painted some on a piece of paper, it is must be 
completely dry before bringing it into the office.  

Solar Panels
	 Solar panels are becoming more and more popular as 
people look for ways to reduce their electric bill.  Added to 
that, in some cases the Federal and State Government are 
offering big incentives to those adding solar panels.  Please 
be reminded that adding these panels to the roof of your 
home is considered an exterior change that needs approval 
by the Environmental Control Committee.  Applications 
to attach to your plans for submission are available in the 
Administration Office or on the website.     

Signs
	  Please be reminded that in general, signs are not allowed 
in Candlewick Lake.  There are a few exceptions to the rule 
which allow the following types of signs:  general contractor 
signs, real estate signs, political signs, garage sale signs, 
celebratory signs, security signs and wire (underground) / 
wireless dog fences signs. 
	 Real estate signs must be placed within the property lines.  
Political signs are only allowed to be displayed 60 days prior 
and 10 days after an election.  Political signs may not be 
placed in the ditch, on common ground or any CWL owned 
property.  
	 The General Contractor for the construction of only new 
houses may display one (1) General Contractor sign within 
the boundaries of the lot, after a Candlewick Lake Building 
Permit has been issued for new house construction.  No sub-
contractor signs are allowed.  No contractor signs for any 
type of home improvement projects are permitted.  These 
include but are not limited to siders, roofers, landscapers, 
remodeling and driveway companies or any other type of 
construction.  When you are having, work done on your 
house or yard, please advise your contractor that they may 
not display their signs
	 There are specific rules for the following allowable signs:  
garage sale signs, celebratory signs, security signs and wire 
(underground) / wireless dog fences signs. 
	 See Section 700 of the ECC / Building Department Rules 
& Regulations and Section 21-6 of the Candlewick Lake 
Rules & Regulations for complete rules on the above allow-
able signs.  Citations will be issued to the property owner for 
signs in violation of the rules.

Repainting/Residing 
& Exterior Changes	
	 All exterior changes to your house need approval by 
the Environmental Control Committee and/or Building 
Inspector.  This article specifically addresses the issue 
of repainting, residing, re-shingling or any other type 
of work you are doing that falls into this category.  The 
rules and regulations state that color chips or samples of 
all exterior surfaces to be recoated or resurfaced must 
be submitted for approval by the Building Inspector.  
Samples or color chips are required even if you are 
staying with the same color.

Pools, Barriers & 
Replacing of Pools
	 With summer upon us, many homeowners are 
making plans to put up a swimming pool in their back 
yard.  Please remember that if you are putting up a 
pool or replacing an existing pool you need to get ECC 
approval and a permit.  Many property owners don’t 
think that they need ECC approval or a permit for 
the blow-up type pools.  The key is how much water 
the pool can hold.  The rules state that any pool that 
is capable of containing water over twenty-four inches 
(24”) deep must be approved by the Environmental 
Control Committee and a permit issued.  Not only is 
this a Candlewick rule, but a Boone County rule as well.  
If approval is not granted or a permit issued, citations 
will be issued.  In addition, a 48” high barrier must be 
installed.  When the pool is taken down, the barrier must 
be removed.  The pool structure itself may be considered 
part of the barrier, so if a property owner has a pool that 
is 48” or higher, that can be considered the barrier and 
no further barrier is necessary.  This rule is for any type 
of pool, blow-up or otherwise, that is capable of contain-
ing water over 24”.
	 There are homeowners, who in the past have installed 
above ground pools that are kept up year-round and are 
below 48” in height.  If the pool or any portion of it is 
below 48” a barrier must be installed, either on top of 
the pool or around the immediate perimeter of the pool.  
This same rule applies to the blow-up type pools that are 
less than 48”.
	 Some property owners find out their pool that normal-
ly remains up all year didn’t survive the winter and wish 
to replace it.  Please be advised that if you are replacing 
your existing pool with a new one, the approval process 
and issuing of a permit is still required.

The meeting opened at 6:30 PM at the Recreation Center by 
President Marron followed by the pledge to the flag, invocation and 
roll call.  There were 7 members present.  
The public forum policy was read.
Dave Geske of 610 Candlewick Dr. NE had a complaint about the 
tree on the shoreline at 616 Candlewick Dr. NE and read a prepared 
letter with the issues involving the tree, stating it was a hazard, 
branches were falling in the lake and nothing is being done about it.
