Our 2024 Egg Addling Volunteers

It’s that time of year when we try and control our
burgeoning goose population by a humane method called
egg addling. Activity organizers Chuck Hart and Todd
Jones usually ask for volunteers around mid-April to walk
the entire shoreline in search of nests and eggs. While
most of us find the birds and other wildlife to be a valued
part of nature on our lake, and beautiful to watch in flight,
the downside is that the Canada Goose poops everywhere.
Most of us have had to wash our pets and kids after
outdoor activities, to say nothing of our boaters having to
walk through all the filth on our docks and piers.

Teams of volunteers are usually formed into groups of
three, with two of the team carrying brooms to keep the
furious birds at bay, while the third member oils the eggs
with common kitchen cooking oil. This will keep the eggs
from hatching. One of the methods we use to find the
nests is when we see a lone goose loitering offshore, as
we walk closer, if the male goose begins to swim toward
us, it’s a good bet we’ll find the female sitting on a nest
nearby. She is gently nudged off the nest with a broom

and the eggs are oiled while the angry birds are kept at
bay. If we were to take the eggs, she would simply lay
more to ensure the species will continue. It’s not uncom-
mon to find a nest with broken egg shells indicating the
nest had been attacked by predators, probably racoons.
By oiling the eggs, we can prevent future nesting since
birds hatched here will return year after year to raise their
families. Through the failed hatching, we are encouraging
the birds to perhaps find another body of water for next
spring, and that’s our goal.

The program will continue to about early May, when
we’ll collect the eggs, since by that time the females can no
longer produce eggs. But even after our efforts to control
the population of the geese, by late May we’ll no doubt see
many little “fuzzballs” on our lake. The little goslings will
swim after their parents, while all our volunteers wonder
“Where were YOU hiding?” Records are kept every year of
where the nests were located, along with an egg count, and
believe it or not, we ARE making a difference.... Come join
in the fun, you’ll be happy you did!

A New Wading Pool
with Splash Pad

Features is Coming to
CWL

In 2023, the sitting Board of Directors approved
using the monies in the Reserves fund to install a new
wading pool with splash pad features. The cost of this
project is not to exceed the $379,000.00 which has been
earmarked in the Reserves Study. In late 2023, the Board
of Directors approved then Board member Bonnie Marron
to be in charge of the oversight of this project. Working
in conjunction with Parks & Recreation Manager, Leann
DelJoode, as co-chair, a group of residents were selected
to move this project ahead. The ad hoc committee met
on Saturday, April 13th, to discuss what has been done
up to this time: possible splash pad features, fencing, and
housing of mechanical equipment.

To date, contracts have been signed with Newmann
Pools to construct the actual pool and provide the splash
pad features. Ramaker & Associates have been put under

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President’s Prerogative

Happy New Year!

You probably think I’m crazy. May Ist is not New
Year’s Day. However, it is for Candlewick Lake
Association, Incorporated. On May 1st, we begin new
budgets, new dues, and new accounting records. This is a
common business practice where a fiscal or financial year
is not the calendar year. Speaking of the dues, you may
have noticed an increase in what we’re asking residents
to pay. This is mainly due to two factors that are out of
our control. The state of Illinois increased the minimum
wage to $14 per hour as 0of 2024 and $15 per hour in
2025. This not only increases what we pay our employees
but also what we pay for benefits, Social Security, insur-
ance, vacation pay, and retirement accounts. Secondly,
our insurance for liability and business operations has
increased dramatically. During the review process, the
Board increased some fees and cut some expenses to
make the dues more acceptable. The staff provided many
communications to residents during the budget review
process and invited everyone to the final review. The

preliminary information was posted on our website and
was printed in our newsletter in February. They try to
keep everybody informed well in advance of any changes
to our dues. All financial reports are available for review
by our property owners. Monthly statements are in the
newsletter and on the website. Our 2024-25 budget was
published in the April newsletter.

I want to share more information about our com-
munity management and operations so that our
residents can make proper use of what is available for
them. Candlewick Lake Association, Incorporated is a
non-profit organization created for the sole purpose of
operating and maintaining the community of Candlewick
Lake. Look at the mission statement on page 4 of this
newsletter. This is the purpose of the Candlewick Lake
Association not of the Candlewick residents. Candlewick
Lake Association employs 24 full-time and 31 part-time
employees and additional seasonal employees during the
summer months. These people are professionals in their
field. They have been trained and taught how to do their
jobs to serve our community. If you have a need such as

help with understanding what you can do on your
property, building questions, or neighbor issues, feel free
to call on our staff. They are trained to help us in these
matters. Our staff also has communication into many of
our utility companies and can address issues that we have
with them as well. Our staff is also ready to understand
our recreation wishes and will create classes, sporting
events, and social events to improve our quality of life.
The purpose of the Candlewick Lake Board of
Directors is to be a voice of the people into our staff
organization approving policies, rules and regulations,
reviewing and approving all finances, and advising on
Candlewick Lake activities, legal matters, and person-
nel. The Board is made up of seven volunteer residents
who were voted into their positions by the Candlewick
residents. Although most Board activities center around
the operations of the staff, the Board will get involved
in residents’ issues when there’s a question or appeal of
a decision by our staff. When an issue is brought to the
Board, they consider all circumstances surrounding the

Candlewick Collection Policy

Annual invoices for assessments (dues) are mailed out at the end of March each year.
The due date for payment of annual dues is May 1st. Payment covers the time period of
May 1st through April 30th.

PAYMENT OPTIONS:

¢ Monthly Electronic Fund Transfer (ACH)

*  Online one-time payment via eCheck or credit card (Visa, MasterCard, or Discover).
There is a 2.5% convenience fee if paid via a credit card. Log into cwlake.org or the
Candlewick App and select “Recent Charges”

*  Pay in Person at the Association Office by check or cash. Credit cards are now
accepted for dues payments in the office with a 2.5% convenience fee.

*  The Administration Office is now accepting payments over the phone. Please call
815-339-0500 x205 for more information.

DELINQUENT ACCOUNTS:

An account is considered delinquent if payment in full is not processed before May 1st or

an Electronic Fund Transfer Agreement is not submitted by May 1st. To be considered

current, monthly payment of dues is only allowed if processed via an Electronic Fund

Transfer (ACH). All delinquent accounts will proceed through the Collection Action

Process.

NSF CHECK OR NSF ACH:

An account that has an electronic payment or check returned unpaid by the financial

institution will be charged $35 and mailed a letter notifying them that if payment is not

received in 5 business days, then c-pass, guest list and member ID card privileges will
be suspended until payment is received in full.

If an ACH is returned THREE times or your bank account is closed between May 1st

and April 30th then the electronic funds transfer agreement will be terminated, and the

entire balance is due. If payment is not received your account will proceed through the

Collection Action Process.

CITATIONS:

Citations must be paid within 30 days of receiving a letter stating that the citation was

reviewed and/or validated by the Citation Review Committee. After 30 days, c-pass,

guest list and member id card privileges will be suspended until payment is received in
full. The balance due on citations will proceed through the Collection Action Process.

COLLECTION ACTION PROCESS:

* 30 days Past Due - 7% interest is added to the account.

* 40 days Past Due - A letter is mailed giving notice of intent to lien. If payment is
not made within 10 days, then c-pass, guest list and member ID privileges will be
suspended.

* 50 days Past Due — A lien and a lien fee of $100 will be placed on the account.

* 60 days Past Due - Account is sent to the Attorney for collections if the property
does not have an active foreclosure pending. Further collection actions may include
a Notice and Demand and a Forcible Entry and Detainer lawsuit.

*  Annual Billing — Invoices were mailed on March
29th. If you have not received your annual invoice,
please contact the office. Payment for the 2024-2025
dues is due by May 1st. If you wish to continue your
ACH, you will need to turn in a new form along with
a voided check. If we do not receive a new form, we
will not take your ACH out in May and you will be
past due. The new ACH form was included in the
envelope with your invoice.

*  Dredging Project — Fehr Graham has sent Frentress
Lake Marine Dredging and Contracting the notice
of award. We are just waiting for them to return
the signed notice of award and the payment/bond.
We are still hopeful that the dredging project will
start around August 15th. Ayre Excavation should
be contracted to complete the required work on the
retention basins prior to the start of dredging.

* 2024 Road Project — We continue to move forward
on the road project. The roads are being evaluated
by our engineer to finalize which ones will be paved
or patched this year. I hope to get the request for bids
sent out to the contractors before I leave in May.

*  West and East Gate Entrance Landscaping renova-
tions — Green Key Landscape Design will be here
April 30th to start the landscaping with an anticipated
completion date of May 7th.

*  West Gate House renovations —The roof at the West
Gate is scheduled for replacement starting on April
12th weather permitting. The windows are scheduled
for the week of the 15th, with the siding to follow.

*  Wading Pool/Splash Pad — The contract with the
Architect — Ramaker has been executed. The Ad Hoc

Committee continues to meet.

Savannah Oaks Golf Course — Tom reported that
they are working on the new practice area as time
permits. They have rototilled the area and are getting
it ready for seed. They have been cutting the grass
as needed. They will begin spreading fertilizer and
spraying weeds within the next few weeks. Tom also
reported that winter had no bad effects on the golf
course which is always a good thing.

Reserve Study Update — Four bids were provided

to the Board for the February Board meeting. The
Board postponed their decision on a vendor at the
March meeting as they are looking to obtain addi-
tional information. Hopefully a decision will be made
at the April meeting.

RETURNING “SNOW
BIRDS”

If you are a ‘snowbird’ returning to Candlewick Lake,
please be sure to let the office know you are back so that
we may change your address back to your Candlewick
address. This will assure that you are receiving all
Candlewick Lake communications. It also saves the
Association a lot of money in postage. When bulk mail
is returned, we must pay the original cost to send it, 2.47
times the first-class rate to get the mail back (about $4.50
for each piece) and then the cost to resend it.

Vacant Lots for Sale

If you have your unimproved (vacant) lot for sale, you
may keep the selling information on file in the Candlewick
Lake office. This information will be available to anyone
interested in purchasing a lot in Candlewick Lake.

Forms are available in the Administration Office, which
must be filled out and placed in the book by the property
owner. It is the responsibility of the lot owner to remove
the form when the lot has been sold or is no longer for
sale.

Candlewick Lake Association does not act as a selling
agent for property owners. By signing the form, you are
authorizing Candlewick Lake Association to provide the
information to the general public.

Some of the listings go back to 2009. If you have put
a form in the book, you may want to consider stopping in
the office to review your form to be sure it has updated
information with regards to your address, phone number,
asking price etc.

Candlewick Lake Board policy states that Board
members must act only as a group. Any Board member
who does something without the approval of the Board
may be in violation of our rules and may receive disci-
plinary action. For this reason all communication to the
Board must be given to all Board members and addressed
in our Board meetings. Of course, any Board member
can act as a resident and volunteer for any activity.
However, they would have no authority above any other
resident. All of our Board meetings are announced and
video recorded and minutes are published on our website.
Candlewick property owners are welcome to review
board meetings and ask any questions or provide any sug-
gestions as they see fit.

Have a Comprehensive Invasive Species Plan to
Arrest Exotics Before They Take Hold

Invasive plants and aquatic creatures are the scourge
of waterways, large and small, around our ever-shrinking
world. International commerce and travel have opened
a Pandora’s box of species mayhem by inadvertently
spreading an unending stream of unwanted flora and
fauna. Intentionally or not, we have transported organisms
from ecosystems where they existed in relative harmony
with other organisms into waters where they quickly —
and often rapaciously — come to dominate competing
forms of lake life. Frequently, these invaders set off a
damaging domino effect by triggering a series of develop-
ments that frustrate recreational activities and cost the
community untold thousands, if not millions, of dollars to
remedy.

So, widespread and diverse is the roster of invasive
today that the arrival of one or more nuisance species
is almost inevitable on your home lake. The prevailing
questions are:

*  What species are most likely to arrive?

*  Have they arrived yet?

*  What can I do to prevent or minimize their spread?

*  What can I do to neutralize or mitigate the damage
and inconveniences those invasive species have done
already to my lake?

A Three-Step Program

Most lake communities find themselves in a reactive
mode well after one or more nuisance species has either
gained a substantial foothold in the lake ecosystem or
already overwhelmed it. Rare is the team that cuts off an
invasive species attack at its head.

Every modern lake community would do well to adopt a
three-step approach to invasive species management, one
that combines early detection, ongoing monitoring, and
the knowledge and wherewithal to apply the most effec-
tive and lake-friendly remediation efforts if and when an
invader has taken aggressive hold within the lake system.
Step One: Education and Awareness Building

Whether invasive species have infiltrated your lake or
not, educating your community about the threat or even
likelihood of an exotic nuisance species invasion is a wise
preparatory undertaking. Use community news organs,
flyers, e-newsletters and websites to raise awareness of
potential threats. Provide lists, photographs and tips on
how to identify prospective invaders. Inform your com-
munity of the likely impact and potential consequences of
such incursions.

Step Two: Monitor for Invasive Species Presence

Establish monitoring practices and procedures to detect
the presence of potential nuisance species before they have
substantial impact on the lake ecosystem. Early detection
and remediation efforts are invariably more cost-effective
than advanced lake-wide efforts. They will likely reduce
the need for imposing restrictive measures to limit
recreation usage.

Step Three: Remediation (Mitigation)

When an invasive species has reached a critical mass
in a lake system, it forces some form of recognition either
as a glaring problem (e.g. Eurasian milfoil matted across
acres of water; a fish population heavily dominated by
carp) or in its impact, obvious or not, on other plant or
animal species within the lake environment (e.g. deterio-
rating water quality and clarity; diminishing numbers of
a desirable fish species). More often than not, it rallies
public outcry, a loud clamor of befuddlement and inquiry,
often mixed with anger or outrage. Ready or not, the
community is forced to respond — and expected to come

We hope this headline proves false, but the threat it represents is very, very
real. Some of the more common nuisance invaders that lake-home owners in

the upper Midwest face today are listed below.

Invasive flora (aguatic plants

Invasive flora (terrestrial plants)

up with a solution, and a quick one! Most often, that
solution is a major remediation effort aimed at eradicating
the intruder and reversing its environmental damage.

Mitigation, or remediation, methods vary, of course,
with the nuisance species and lake conditions and setting.
Sometimes aquatic plants can be successfully controlled
within a well-planned mechanical harvest regimen
wherein powered watercraft mow, skim and/or harvest
plant or algae growth. At other times, a controlled chemi-
cal treatment may be the preferred option. In every case,
treatment efforts should commence only after well-studied
analysis from a knowledgeable, experienced party and
executed in a timely and exacting manner. Warn your
community about the downsides of independent “vigi-
lante” action — the risks of applying improper herbicides
or quantities of chemical or manually or mechanically cut-
ting plant species like Eurasian milfoil without adequate
capture safeguards. Such efforts to remedy a situation
often backfire by effecting their own negative conse-
quences such as destruction to vital habitat, loss of forage
species, or mortality to primary sport fish.

Seeking professional services for these remedies is
almost always best, but be alert to the possibility that a
service practitioner may be more concerned with adding
to his “billable services” and superficial impact of his
efforts than the overall health of your lake, the fishery,
or other facet of your lake environment. Poor analysis,
execution or even timing can turn a well-intentioned
“remediation” effort into a nightmare of unintended
consequences, the cause of which may remain clouded
or buried with lies and gobbledygook. Deal only with
companies that are willing to work closely with you and
provide precise explanation and documentation of their
efforts. If possible, have a trusted lake biologist — one
who works independently of the service provider — and
one or more knowledgeable members of your community
present during the work. Make sure that the terms of any
agreement with your service provider includes statements
of scheduling, monitoring, follow-up, and safeguards
against unintended damage to fish and desirable plants
and other organisms.

Plan Ahead

Few communities are prepared to take on invasive
species before one or more nuisance exotics have en-
trenched themselves within the lake system and become a
significant problem.

Motivate your community to be alert and vigilant to the
presence of invasive species and to take precautions to
prevent their initial entry. The cost of eliminating — more
likely mitigating — an invasive species coupled with the
potential risks of certain treatments underscores the im-
portance of developing and sustaining a plan built around
prevention, awareness, monitoring and early detection.

Appeal to your community to develop a three-step
invasive species plan. If it is not already too late, make
it top-heavy on education and prevention! Once an
unwanted species has a firm foothold in the lake system,
it can be hard to control. Most remediation efforts are
costly. All too often, they result in unintentional damage
to desirable species within the lake system or create
an ecological vacuum that another organism or set of
organisms fills in annoying superabundance. Improper ap-
plication of herbicides may destroy aquatic plants serving
as important fish habitat, vital to water quality, and home
to healthy invertebrate populations that nourish young
fish and forage species. Efforts to eradicate a ballooning
population of common carp invariably
result in damage to other species or
even a lake drawdown that forces
removal of a large portion of the
overall fish population.

The lesson should be clear.

Why wait until a species has done
widespread damage? Invest in a program top-loaded with
prevention. It will save your community from costly
remediation efforts, lost recreational opportunities, the
challenge of restoring fish populations, and many other
unanticipated consequences of ecological imbalance.

Yes, an ounce of prevention IS worth a pound of cure
— but, for lake lovers, the sum value is a whole lot more!

It may be a non-designated seasonal or a one day,
both can be purchased at the Administration office or at
the Recreation Center. Guest passes must be purchased
by resident with proof of residency.

*  Guest use of the lake is permitted provided that the
property owner is on or within the immediate vicinity of
the lake at all times. The immediate vicinity is defined
as the shoreline or a property owner’s lakefront property.
Exceptions will be made when there are extenuating
circumstances, predetermined by Public Safety that would
prevent a property owner from being with their guest.
The property owner is responsible for contacting Public
Safety, in advance, so that the request may be considered
and logged. The log will be maintained so that an
individual that has an “approved situation” will not have
to call Public Safety every time their guest wants to use
the lake. If Public Safety Staff members or certified
volunteers see any pattern of abuse to this rule exception,
it will result in a withdrawal of the exception privilege for
the remainder of the season/year. When there are extenu-
ating circumstances that prohibit the property owner from
being on or within the immediate vicinity of the lake, the
property owner must still be within Candlewick Lake.
(Policy 09-11)

*  No Minnows allowed (dead or alive). All other live bait
are prohibited also. Exception: Perch and bluegill caught
at Candlewick, worms, leeches and dead smelt may be
used. Bluegill & Perch being used as bait may only
be collected with hook & line. Netting of fish is not
allowed.

Aquatic Invasive Species -

If you are a boater, angler, water skier, canoeist, sailor,
or some other type of water enthusiast, there are important
things that you can do to help prevent the spread of aquatic
invasive species.

*  Don’t transport water, animals, or plants from one lake
or river to another.

*  Never dump live fish from one body of water to
another.

*  Remove plants, animals, and mud from all your
recreational equipment (boat, trailer, and accessory
equipment including anchors, centerboards, trailer
hitch, wheels, rollers, cables, and axles) before leaving
the water access area.

*  Drain live-wells, bilge water, and transom wells before
leaving the water access area.

*  Empty bait buckets on land, not in the water. Never dip
your bait buckets in the lake if it has water in it from
another.

»  Wash boats, tackle, downriggers, and trailers with hot
water as soon as possible. Flush water through motor’s
cooling system and any other parts that may have been
exposed to lake or river water. If possible let every-
thing dry for three days (hot water and drying will kill
zebra mussel larvae).

*  Learn what these organisms look like. Don’t purchase
exotic species as bait or for ornamental plantings.

Renew Your Illinois
State Watercraft Online

If your State Watercraft Registration is expired, you
can apply for a renewal online at https://www.explore-
moreil.com (only for Illinois registrations).

When renewing online, there is a printable confirma-
tion page that serves as your temporary registration card.
The Candlewick Lake Administration Office accepts cop-
ies of this confirmation page as proof that the registration
has been renewed until the actual card is received. When
renewing over the phone, the DNR provides a confirma-
tion number that the DNR can check if they stop you.
Candlewick Lake has no way to look up this confirmation
number and cannot accept it as proof of registration
renewal.

If you do not have a printer, but do have a com-
puter with internet access, you can save the transaction
confirmation page as a PDF. This will allow you to save
the file on your computer — that file can then be emailed
to cwl@candlewicklake.org.

How To Stop the Spread

What are Aquatic Invasive Species?

Round goby (a bottom-dwelling fish that compete with
native bottom-dwellers), ruffe (a member of the perch fam-
ily that compete with yellow perch and other native species
for zooplankton), zebra mussels (feed extensively on algae,
thereby disrupting the delicate balance of the entire aquatic
ecosystem. They can spread most easily when they’re in
their larval stage which makes them practically invisible
to the naked eye and can go unnoticed on your boat or bait
bucket), purple loosestrife, Eurasian water milfoil (These
plants literally smother native plants and can take over
waterways in a matter of months). Eurasian watermilfoil
can produce a whole new colony from a single strand barely
two inches long. These nonindigenous species are consid-
ered “Invasive Species” because they do not belong in our
waters. In the last 15 years, these aquatic hitchhikers have
invaded hundreds of waters in the Midwest doing irreparable
harm to many lakes and streams and their native inhabitants.

»  INSPECT your boat and equipment.

» DRAIN all the water from the boat and gear including
your motor, bilge, live wells and bait wells.

»  DISPOSE of leftover bait in the trash receptacle, not in
the water.

*  RINSE your boat and all your fishing/recreational
equipment with hot tap water, or thoroughly dry your
boat and your fishing/recreational equipment — leave
them outside in the sun for five days.

DID YOU KNOW...

That the money from the cans collected at the three
can bins (Castaway, Highland Valley Green, and the
Recreation Center Peninsula) is used for funding
projects to benefit both the lake and the community.
The funds have been used to help pay for fish
stocking, building fish structures, purchase of a GPS
that is used for lake related issues, lake plantings,
waders, laser lights (to chase the geese), and the
Kids Fishing Tournament. If you have aluminum
cans that you are either throwing away or putting

in the recycling bin, please consider bagging them
and taking them to one of the can bins located in
Candlewick. The Friends of Candlewick have
recently voted to use funds from the cans for
projects that could either benefit the lake and/
or the community. This is expanding the scope
beyond specific lake use, and may be used to
benefit the entire community where needed.

Welcome to May, and we will see if those April showers
do indeed bring May flowers.

May has one of the best holidays to celebrate! That’s
right, it is the official Star Wars Day month. We will talk
a bit more about that later.

Welcome to the May edition of Chief Chat!

May has some fun holidays and some good safety
month topics to discuss. So, let’s dive right in!

A couple of the safety months we will be discussing
later are National Water Safety Month and Motorcycle
Awareness Month.

First let’s discuss a few of the major and minor
holidays to celebrate in May.

We start off with the biggest and best holiday to
celebrate in May and of course you know what I’m about
to talk about:

Mother’s Day of course. We celebrate all things Mom
on May 12th. A special shoutout to the three moms in my
life. My wife and mother of our children, my mom, and
my mother-in-law. Happy Mother’s Day! And to all the
moms, mothers-in-law, grandmothers, stepmoms, and any
other mom like person in your life, Happy Mother’s Day!

Then there is Star Wars Day celebrated on May 4th ev-
ery year. Make sure to greet all your friends and enemies
with “May the 4th be with you!” Those of you who relate
more with the dark side feel free to celebrate either May
Sth or 6th, as there is a divide (typical dark side) whether
to celebrate with Revenge of the Sth or Revenge of the
6th. Anyway you “saber” it, you can celebrate all things
Star Wars this month.

We celebrate Cinco de Mayo on May 5th.

May 7th is National Teacher Appreciation Day and boy
do those teachers out there deserve it!

Finally, May 27th is Memorial Day. On this day, we
honor those who lost their lives while defending their
country.

Memorial Day is also usually considered the beginning
of summer, which is a perfect segue into our first safety
discussion, National Water Safety Month. This informa-
tion from nsc.org:

Not including boating incidents, on average about 10
people die from drowning ever day in the United States.
The CDC reports more children ages 1-4 die from drown-
ing than any other cause, and it’s the second leading
cause of death for children aged 5-14.

Swimmers should keep a few safety precautions in
mind:

Don’t go in the water unless you know how to swim.

Never swim alone.

Learn CPR and rescue techniques.

Don’t push or jump on others.

Don’t dive in unfamiliar areas.

Sadly, when the unthinkable happens, caregivers often
say, “I only looked away for a second.” Always be aware
and be in the present moment with your children.

The following are a few water safety precautions:

Never leave your child alone; if you must leave, take
your child with you.

Find age-appropriate swim lessons for your child, but
keep in mind that lessons do not make your child “drown
proof”.

Lifeguards are not babysitters. Always keep your eyes
on your child.

Get training in CPR.

If a child is missing check the water first.

It’s a tragedy no one should have to go through, but
unfortunately, so many have. Keep these tips in mind this
summer, and be safe in whatever body of water you go in.

May is also Motorcycle Awareness Month. A few
things all car and truck drivers should know from the
motorcycle safety foundation:

Over half of fatal motorcycle crashes involve another
vehicle. Most of the time, the car or truck, not the
motorcyclist, is at fault.

Because of its narrow profile, a motorcycle can be
easily hidden in a car’s blind spot. Take an extra moment
to look for motorcycles.

Motorcyclists often slow by downshifting or merely
rolling off the throttle, thus not activating the brake light.
Allow more following distance, say 3 or 4 seconds.

Motorcyclists often adjust position within a lane to
be seen more easily and to minimize the effects of road
debris, passing vehicles, and wind. Understand that
motorcyclists adjust lane position for a purpose, not to be
reckless or show off.

When a motorcycle is in motion, see more than the
motorcycle- see the person under the helmet, who could
be your friend, neighbor, or relative.

When you are out enjoying the drive this summer, please
remember some of these and start seeing motorcycles.

As we bring this May edition of Chief (Star Wars) Chat
to a close. A Happy Mother’s Day to all. Teachers, please
know that May 7th may be appreciation day but you are
appreciated all year long. Keep in mind those reminders
for water safety and motorcycle awareness and lets make
this a great and safe summer.

contract to do the engineering. Staff members, Bonnie
and Leann have twice met via video conferencing to
hammer out some of the details regarding contracts,
equipment, timelines, etc.

Due to permits which need to be obtained, final details
which need to be ironed out, and other things which we
know will arise, the project will not be able to begin until
mid-August at the earliest, so it will not affect the 2024
pool season. The design of the pool will be a half circle
with a zero-entry end going to a depth of 18 inches with
3-5 splash pad features. It will be constructed to the east
of the current pool (toward the beach), so some trees may
have to be removed. The current wading pool will still be
used this year, but it will eventually either be filled in or
removed.

There will be more information put out as the project
moves forward, and this will hopefully include a
schematic of the design so residents can see what the
proposed project will look like when it is completed.
Once completed, this new amenity will be an asset to
the community, especially those families with young
children.

BOONE COUNTY
BUILDING PERMITS

Many construction projects require a Boone County
Building permit in addition to the Environmental Control
Committee approval and Candlewick Lake Building
permit. In the last some months property owners have been
getting their County permit before they’ve submitted their
application and plans for approval by the ECC. There is no
rule that requires you get ECC approval and Candlewick’s
permit before getting the County permit but we are
suggesting that you submit your application to the ECC for
approval before going to purchase your County permit, in
the event that ECC denies your application.

Any type of construction project requires approval by the
Environmental Control Committee and/or Building Inspector
and most cases a building permit must be issued.

Applications must be submitted and plans approved for any
project. Application forms along with specification sheets
for individual types of construction are available in the office
or can be found in the rules under the Building Department
(ECC/Building Department Rules and Regulations) on the web
site at www.candlewicklake.org. The Rules and Regulations
can also be checked to find out if the construction project
needs approval.

The ECC meets the first and third Wednesday of each
month. Please see the schedule for the deadlines for submit-
ting plans for approval.

After applications for construction projects are approved by
the ECC, approval letters are sent out to the property owner. If
the construction project requires a permit, the approval letter
states at what meeting the application was approved, that
a permit must be purchased in the Candlewick Lake Office
before construction may begin, the cost, the office hours, a
reminder that all dues, fines and fees must be paid before
the permit is issued, a list of projects that also need a Boone
County building permit and a notice to call the CWL Building
Department for a final inspection when the project is complete.

Driveway Extensions
& Parking Areas

Property owners wishing to add a driveway extension
or a parking area need to be reminded that the rules have
changed. Any driveway extension or parking area must be
paved with concrete, asphalt or paving bricks. Gravel or
stone as a surface is no longer acceptable. Additionally, the
rules were recently changed to state that plans for extensions
and parking areas needs to be submitted for ECC approval.

New Roofs & Windows

If you are changing the color of the shingles on your
house, you need to get the color change approved by
Candlewick Lake, but a permit is not necessary. However, a
Boone County Building permit and inspections are required.
Please contact the County Building Department at 815-544-
6176 for further information. Because of changes in the
energy code, the County now also requires a permit for any
window change. If you are changing any window, please
contact the Boone County Building Department. If you
change a window but the size does not change, Candlewick
Lake approval isn’t necessary. However, if the size does
change or if you are changing a window into a door or a door
into a window, you must submit plans for ECC approval.

Submittal of Color
Samples

When you are repainting any exterior surface of your house
the rules and regulations state that color chips all exterior
surfaces to be recoated or resurfaced must be submitted
for approval. After approval the swatch is attached to the
application and put in the permanent house file. We have had
property owners bring in spray paint cans, a pint, quart or gal-
lon can of paint, a painted wood paint stirrer, a 2 x 4, a piece
of plywood or other types of wood with the color painted on
it. Please be advised that these items representing the color
sample will not be accepted. Also, if you have already bought
the paint and painted some on a piece of paper, it is must be
completely dry before bringing it into the office.

Signs

Please be reminded that in general, signs are not
allowed in Candlewick Lake. There are a few exceptions
to the rule which allow the following types of signs:
general contractor signs, real estate signs, political signs,
garage sale signs, celebratory signs, security signs and
wire (underground) / wireless dog fences signs.

Real estate signs must be placed within the property
lines. Political signs are only allowed to be displayed 60
days prior and 10 days after an election. Political signs
may not be placed in the ditch, on common ground or any
CWL owned property.

The General Contractor for the construction of only
new houses may display one (1) General Contractor sign
within the boundaries of the lot, after a Candlewick Lake
Building Permit has been issued for new house construc-
tion. No sub-contractor signs are allowed. No contractor
signs for any type of home improvement projects are
permitted. These include but are not limited to siders,
roofers, landscapers, remodeling and driveway compa-
nies or any other type of construction. When you are
having, work done on your house or yard, please advise
your contractor that they may not display their signs

There are specific rules for the following allowable
signs: garage sale signs, celebratory signs, security signs
and wire (underground) / wireless dog fences signs.

See Section 700 of the ECC / Building Department
Rules & Regulations and Section 21-6 of the Candlewick
Lake Rules & Regulations for complete rules on the
above allowable signs. Citations will be issued to the
property owner for signs in violation of the rules.

Solar Panels

Solar panels are becoming more and more popular as
people look for ways to reduce their electric bill. Added
to that, in some cases the Federal and State Government
are offering big incentives to those adding solar panels.
Please be reminded that adding these panels to the roof
of your home is considered an exterior change that needs
approval by the Environmental Control Committee.
Applications to attach to your plans for submission are
available in the Administration Office or on the website.

Repainting/Residing
& Exterior Changes

All exterior changes to your house need approval by
the Environmental Control Committee and/or Building
Inspector. This article specifically addresses the issue of
repainting, residing, re-shingling or any other type of work
you are doing that falls into this category. The rules and
regulations state that color chips or samples of all exterior
surfaces to be recoated or resurfaced must be submitted for
approval by the Building Inspector. Samples or color chips
are required even if you are staying with the same color.

Ditch & Culvert Work

Many property owners would like to do work in the
ditch and/or install block, stone or wood retaining walls
around the ends of the culvert (the metal pipe under the
driveway) in front of their property. Please remember that
anything you do in the ditch must be approved. The area
from the edge of the road in toward your house approxi-
mately 20’ is defined as the ditch area and is owned by
Candlewick Lake. Per the CC&R’s, the ditch area is to be
maintained by the property owner.

Application forms along with rule sheets are available
in the office or you can find the rules under the Building
Department (ECC/Building Department Rules and
Regulations) on our web site at www.candlewicklake.org.
Section 510 is applicable to ditches.

The ECC meets the first and third Wednesday of each
month. Please see the schedule for the deadlines for
submitting plans for approval.

Pools, Barriers &
Rep lacm% of Pools

With summer soon t here, many homeowners are
making plans to put up a swimming pool in their back yard.
Please remember that if you are putting up a pool or replac-
ing an existing pool you need to get ECC approval and a
permit. Many property owners don’t think that they
need ECC approval or a permit for the blow-up type
pools. The key is how much water the pool can hold.
The rules state that any pool that is capable of containing
water over twenty-four inches (24”) deep must be approved
by the Environmental Control Committee and a permit
issued. Not only is this a Candlewick rule, but a Boone
County rule as well. If approval is not granted or a permit
issued, citations will be issued. In addition, a 48” high
barrier must be installed. When the pool is taken down, the
barrier must be removed. The pool structure itself may be
considered part of the barrier, so if a property owner has a
pool that is 48” or higher, that can be considered the barrier
and no further barrier is necessary. This rule is for any type
of pool, blow-up or otherwise, that is capable of containing
water over 24”.

There are homeowners, who in the past have installed
above ground pools that are kept up year-round and are be-
low 48” in height. If the pool or any portion of it is below
48” a barrier must be installed, either on top of the pool or
around the immediate perimeter of the pool. This same rule
applies to the blow-up type pools that are less than 48”.

Some property owners find out their pool that normally
remains up all year didn’t survive the winter and wish to
replace it. Please be advised that if you are replacing your
existing pool with a new one, the approval process and
issuing of a permit is still required.

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Association Information

CALL J.U.L.I.LE. BEFORE
DIGGING

As you start thinking about spring project, this is a reminder that prior to doing any
digging in your yard, you are required to call J.U.L.L.E. to have under ground utilities
located. The numbers you may call are either their traditional toll free number (1-800-
892-0123) or a three-digit number that is easy to remember (811). You may also make
your locate request on line at J.U.L.I.LE.’s web site at www.illinois1call.com.

Once you have placed your call, J.U.L.LE. dispatches the utility companies within
forty-eight hours (two business days) beginning at 8:00 a.m. and ending at 4:00 p.m.
(excluding Saturdays, Sundays and holidays). Calls received after 4:00 p.m. will be
processed as if received at 8:00 a.m. on the next business day. You may not begin dig-
ging before the start time of your ticket, even if all utilities have been marked. Digging
must begin within fourteen calendar days of the initial locate request.

When you call, you will be given a dig number. This number identifies specific
information about your locate request. It is important to retain this number as proof of
your contact with J.U.L.LLE. and if it is necessary to call J.U.L.LLE. back for a second
request, a refresh, etc. you will need your dig number.

There is various required information that is needed when making a locate request
with regards to your address, nearest cross roads, area you are planning to dig, etc.

One of the biggest confusions is the Township and City where property owners live.
Although our address is Poplar Grove, we do no live in the village limits of Poplar
Grove. We are in “Unincorporated Boone County”. About % of Candlewick is located
in Caledonia Township and the other %4 is in Poplar Grove Township. This information
is on your voter’s registration card if you aren’t sure which Township you live in.

Contact J.U.L.LLE. at the above numbers or on their web site for further informa-
tion and how long requests are valid for and the procedure for getting extensions and
refreshes.

J.U.L.LE. requires, when practical, to “white-line” the site where digging will occur.
In the winter, when there is snow, the use of black paint or flags is encouraged. “White-
lining” is the process of marking the area where digging will occur with white paint
and/or white flags prior to contacting J.U.L.ILE. Don’t use colored paint; each utility
has their own specific color to identify their lines. Paint with dashes, lines or arrows to
indicate the proposed dig area and indicated on your locate request to have the locators
mark at least ten feet past your white-lined area.

If you are going to plant a tree in your front yard, don’t request to have your entire lot
marked. Request only that area. This just adds unnecessary time that the locators must
spend on your property, locating lines that aren’t even in the area that you plan to dig.

CITATION REVIEW REMINDER
& NO SHOW FEE

When you come in to the office to sign up for Citation Review a reminder letter will
be given to you, listing the date, time and location of the review. At the bottom of
the citation form itself, the same information is included. No reminder letters will be
mailed out.

If a Member, Associate Member or Renter who requests a citation review hearing
and fails to attend or request a continuance (within the required time frame), the
Commission will find the citation valid, an additional $25.00 fee will be charged to
your account and you will not be able to appeal the citation any further.

Amenity Usage

The Rules and Regulations state that a Candlewick Lake Photo ID Membership
Card (Member Card) or app are required for use of the amenities (pool, golf course, fit-
ness center, gymnasium, and boating and fishing facilities). The rules further state that
any Member that is not in good standing shall have their Membership Card privileges
suspended until said Member rectifies his/her membership standing. This includes the
privileges for all registered Members. The rules do not say that a Member can’t pay
the daily fee for use of the amenities. The Board of Directors passed a resolution at
the April 21, 2015 Board meeting that any Owner, Associate Members, Tenant, and
any other family members who reside in a house will not be allowed to pay the daily
fee to use the amenities if their amenity privileges have been suspended. Additionally,
any Owner, Associate Members, Tenant, and any other family members who reside
in a House and are not in good standing they will not be permitted to rent any of the
Candlewick Lake facilities. If any Member is not in good standing Owner, Associate
Members, Tenant, and any other family members who reside in a house will also not

be allowed to use the Recreation Center or come into the Savannah Oak Clubhouse.
